Subject: Commodities originating in Thailand, which are subject to Regulation (EU)
2019/1793 on the temporary increase of official controls and emergency
measures governing the entry into the Union of certain goods from certain
third countries — Sixth Review

| would like to contact you in relation to one commodity originating in Thailand, which is
subject to temporarily increased official controls in accordance with EU legislation.

Regulation (EU) 2019/1793! lays down the list of food and feed of non-animal origin from
certain third countries subject to a temporary increase of official controls upon their entry into
the Union in its Annex I; the list of food and feed of non-animal origin and compound food
subject to special conditions governing their entry into the Union as well as to a temporary
increase of official controls in its Annex 1l; and the list of food and feed of non-animal origin
from certain third countries subject to suspension of entry into the Union in its Annex lla.

The lists of concerned food and feed are subject to review on a regular basis.

Peppers of the Capsicum species (other than sweet) originating in Thailand are currently listed
in Annex | to Regulation (EU) 2019/1793 due to the risk of contamination by pesticide
residues. In the context of the sixth review of Regulation (EU) 2019/1793, the Standing
Committee on Plants, Animals, Food and Feed (PAFF Committee) has agreed on 20 April 2022
to increase from 20% to 30% the frequency of identity and physical checks to be
performed on peppers of the Capsicum species (other than sweet) from Thailand, due to
the high frequency of non-compliance with the relevant requirements provided for in Union
legislation as regards contamination by pesticide residues detected during official controls
performed by Member States at Border Controls posts.

The adoption and publication of the amendments by the Commission are under preparation.
